JUST SAY ALERT

Life has its little problems. Some things may be white, black, or gray meaning good, bad or
somewhere in between. The same goes for life at the bridge table where we have convention card
black, blue, and red to help clarify to partner, and to the opponents, what it is that we are doing.
Black is not a problem; but blue and red often create problems for the players and the director.

Blue stands for“ A N N O U NHitErmeans to immediately describe the bid partner just made. The

announcement may be“ T R ARNRSF MAY B E oS'HOIRRIC.IDblet'volunteer additional
information. Let the opponents ask if they wish further clarification.

Red stands for“ A L Evhith’means immediately say ALERT and NOTHING ELSE. If the opponents
desire further clarification they may ask. Improper use of the® A L EsRch ds“ A L Elatls a
support double and shows three-card support for the suit | just bid” can cause problems.

1. The opponents may not wish to have an explanation.

2. The additional explanation may have just wakened partner to something he/she forgot.
That is unauthorized information your partner is not entitled to have.

3. If unauthorized information is involved, the director must now assure that any further bids
during the auction are in accordance with the laws of duplicate bridge and a score adjustment
may be required.

| usually carry a four page 2002 Bridge Bulletin article that explains how the auction should proceed
after an unauthorized information situation occurs. Ruling in this situation can be messy. So please,
when making an announcement or an alert, keep it short. Use just a short ANNOUNCEMENT and
JUST SAY ALERT.

— PN It’s almost never right to pass out a hand in 4™ seat. For

~ example, if the bidding goes pass, pass, pass, and you are
holding as few as 9 HCP’s, open the hand. Many times the
opponents will have as much as 23 HCP’s between them, and
invariably will bid 1 too many and you will get a plus score.
This does not work all the time, but it has been my experience
that | get a plus score about 80% of the time. So, you can see
that | don’t think much of the Rule of 15. (Editor’s note: The
Rule of 15 (or called Cassino Points or Pearson Points) says
count your HCP’s and add a point for each spade you have in
your hand. If the points total 15 or more, the Rule says you
should consider opening the hand.)

He was extremely interesting, personable, funny and, of course,
being a champion bridge player, very knowledgeable. He gave a talk on ethics that should be
mandatory for all bridge players.

On the negative side, the room we were assigned was too small for the number of tables, and
it was very difficult to get around. The last day we got a 2" room. Also, if you go, (another one is
scheduled for December 2010) go with a partner. Those who had to use the partnership desk didn’t
seem all that satisfied. Since we had each other, we had a great time and would recommend it to
others.

PLAY OF THE HAND, ESPECIALLY AT TRICK ONE!

Q It looks tempting to try the heart finesse, but if we play the
10 8 5 3 Dd, we just went down at trick one! Look what happens.

8 2 East wins the DZand switches to the $K. Even if we
hold up, East continues leading spades to drive out our FA.
When we eventually lead a diamond, East wins the D&, and
the defense has 5 tricks: 3 spades, the Dlé and the D&

To avoid this misfortune, we simply have to count
our tricks before playing to trick one. We have the A, Dﬁ,
and three club ricks. We can promote four more winners in
the diamond suit. We don’t need two heart tricks, so
there’s no need to risk giving up the lead at trick one. We’'ll
still have D& and DPeft after winning the DX.

So we win the first rick with the DZ and start
leading diamonds, to drive out the D& If East leads a spade
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South opens INT. North raises to 3NT.
West leads the DZ As South, plan the

play (especially at trick one). after winning the D&, it’s too late for the defense. We win

(This is one of David Lindop’s hands.) the #A and have 9 tricks: 1 spade, 1heart, 4 diamonds, and
3 clubs. Thank goodness we took the time to make a plan
at trick one.
